Upon successful completion of their training,
students will receive an official completion
certificate. This certificate must be attached to any
IRB and/or IACUC protocol submitted for review on
which the student is a named participant. If students
not initially named on the IRB/IACUC approved
protocol will be conducting activities under the
approved protocol, an official completion certificate
must be submitted via email to the IRB/IACUC chaiir,
with the approved protocol log number, for each of
these added students.

Failure to comply with the requirements of this policy
may result in termination of study activities, inability
to utilize collected data, and/or disciplinary hearings
in accordance with the Undergraduate or Graduate
Academic Integrity Policy and Procedures.

Additional recommended on-line training programs
may be available, including responsible conduct of
research, conflict of interest, biosafety/biosecurity,
and export control, but are not required for students
under this policy unless the student is conducting
externally-sponsored studies for which the external
(non-IUP) sponsor requires completion of such
training programs.
